For most of the first eighteen years of his life, George Platen had headed firmly
in one direction, that of Registered Computer Programmer. There were those in his
crowd who spoke wisely of Spationautics, Refrigeration Technology, Transportation
Control, and even Administration. But George held firm.

He argued relative merits as vigorously as any of them, and why not? Education
Day loomed ahead of them and was the great fact of their existence. It approached
steadily, as fixed and certain as the calendar — the first day of November of the year
following one’s eighteenth birthday. After that day, there were other topics of
conversation.

One could discuss with others some detail of the profession, or the virtues of
one’s wife and children, or the fate of one’s space-polo team, or one’s experiences in
the Olympics. Before Education Day, however, there was only one topic that
unfailingly and unwearyingly held everyone’s interest, and that was Education Day.

“What are you going for? Think you’ll make it? Heck, that’s no good. Look at
the records; quota’s been cut. Logistics now —

Or Hypermechanics now — Or Communications now — Or Gravitics now —

Especially Gravitics at the moment. Everyone had been talking about Gravitics
in the few years just before George’s Education Day because of the development of
the Gravitic power engine.

Any world within ten light-years of a dwarf star, everyone said, would give its
eyeteeth for any kind of Registered Gravitics Engineer.

The thought of that never bothered George. Sure it would; all the eyeteeth it
could scare up. But George had also heard what had happened before in a newly
developed technique. Rationalization and simplification followed in a flood. New
models each year; new types of gravitic engines; new principles. Then all those
eyeteeth gentlemen would find themselves out of date and superseded by later models



with later educations. The first group would then have to settle down to unskilled
labor or ship out to some backwoods world that wasn’t quite caught up yet.
Now Computer Programmers were in steady demand year after year, century
after century. The demand never reached wild peaks; there was never a howling
bull market for Programmers; but the demand climbed steadily as new worlds opened
up and as older worlds grew more complex.

| loved teaching in high school. I dwelt amidst the fascists and the flag-wavers
in relative obscurity and | liked the students, who daily trooped into my class chewing
gum and popping pimples. Painfully aware of my youth, | tried to belie my twenty-
one years by acting mature and seasoned by experience. My act held up, until one
horrid day when | asked a government class what was causing the peculiar smell that
hovered in the room. A sharp-eyed pupil pointed out that | had stepped in a pile of
dog crap and had tracked it around the room. Thus died maturity. | reveled in class
discussion and the Socratic method of drawing substance out of calcified minds
untrained to think. I would argue lamely for peace in Vietnam while my students
clamored for the H-bombing of Hanoi and the subsequent obliteration of Moscow and
Peking. They called me a Communist for not being pro-war; they called me a coward
for my failure to rise to the defense of my country in its hour of greatest peril. When |
protested that | saw very little threat posed by the government of North Vietnam to
the United States, they mumbled ominously that | would eat several hundred pounds
of crow when swarms of fanatical reds waded ashore at San Francisco Bay. These
were children of the South just as | was. They were products of homes where the flag
was cherished like Veronica’s veil, where the military was the pluperfect defender of
honor, justice, and hymens, and where conservatism was a mandate of life, not merely
a political philosophy.

Each night | joined my best friends, George Garbade, Mike Jones, and Bernie
Schein, in front of the television for the evening news. The war in Vietnam ate people
on film. The seven o’clock news smoked with napalm and bodies. After the news, we
held disorganized, vehement debates. George hailed from Ridgeland, South Carolina,



a rural community so conservative that it made Beaufort look like a hotbed of
liberalism. Mike was a divinity student who had dropped out for a year to reflect upon
his impending life of spirituality among the hypocritical flocks that would be assigned
to him. Bernie Schein was the twenty-three-year-old principal of a tiny school in the
next county. After the news the four of us argued until the late hours of night,
exposing half-hidden prejudices. We mercilessly pounced on the member of the group
who dared utter a belief without foundation or without rational credibility. Those
gatherings were group confessions of guilt, of cynicism, of rudderless idealism, and
ultimately of hope. At the end of the year, the four of us went to Europe with our new-
found credo. The world was good, we said, and it only needed minor adjustment.
People were basically good, we asserted with disgusting smugness.

The American educator Horace Mann once said: “As an apple is not in any
proper sense an apple until it is ripe, so a human being is not in any proper sense a



human being until he is educated.” Education is the process, through which people
endeavour to pass along to their children their hard-won wisdom and their aspirations
for a better world. This process begins shortly after birth, as parents seek to train the
infant to behave as their culture demands. They soon, for instance, teach the child
how to turn babbling sounds into language and, through example and precept, they try
to instil in the child the attitudes, values, skills and knowledge that will govern their
offspring’s behaviour throughout later life. Schooling or formal education consists of
experiences that are deliberately planned and utilized to help young people learn,
what adults consider important for them to know. Everyone accepts the goal of
developing skill in the three “Rs”: reading, writing and arithmetic.

The basic questions in education are:

1. Why teach?

2. What should be taught?

3. What teaching methods should be used?

4. Who should teach?

5. What is the best setting for learning?

6. How long should schooling continue?

A teacher is someone who communicates information or skill, so that someone
else may learn. Parents are the first teachers. Just by living with their child and
sharing their everyday activities with him, they teach him their language, their values,
mores and their manners. Information and skills difficult to teach through family
living, these are taught in a school by a person, whose special occupation is teaching.

The knowledge of pedagogics contributes to the whole teaching/learning
process, by providing the essential pedagogical techniques and classroom procedures:
an organization of the items and materials that are being taught. The effective
teaching techniques remain an important part in the teacher’s preparation.

It is the teacher’s task to make the teaching/learning process enjoyable, fruitful
and creative. The teacher must be sure that materials are at hand to the needs and
progress of his pupils. He must have all available information about the common
essential learning his students have had in the past and are going to have in the future.

As it was mentioned above, pedagogics is the science, which deals with
teaching and education of youngsters. One branch of pedagogics is didactics, which
is primarily concerned with general ways of teaching. Methodology, as compared to
didactics, studies specific ways of teaching a definite subject. Thus, it may be
considered special didactics. In teaching general principles of didactics are applied



(the principle of conscious approach, differentiated and integrated instruction,
activity, visuality, accessibility, durability, individualization, novelty and others)
which, in their turn, influence and enrich didactics. Some principles and techniques
have stood the test of experience and are recognized as standard principles.

If you think
that even your smallest actions as a teacher can't make a difference, these 2 stories
should convince you otherwise.

Les Brown: A Moment of Clarity

Les Brown is one of the world’s foremost motivational speakers and thought
leaders on self-improvement and goal-setting. However, it wasn't always that way for
him. Born in Liberty City, Miami on the floor of an abandoned building, he has
known struggle and hardship his entire life.

Academically, Les was a struggling student from the get-go. The story goes that
during his school days he was labelled “educable mentally handicapped” by the
academic intelligentsia of his day and placed back from 6th grade to 5th grade. To
make matters worse, he had a twin brother who was exceptionally bright and gifted,
and as such Les became commonly referred to by his peers as the “DT”—the “dumb
twin.”



One day a teacher asked him to come up and solve a problem on the
chalkboard, but Les refused and said that he couldn’t. “Of course you can,” the
teacher responded encouragingly. “Young man, come up here and solve this problem
for me.”

“But I can’t,” insisted Les. “I’m educable mentally handicapped.” The rest of
the class erupted in laughter. At that point, the teacher stepped out from behind his
desk and looked Les straight in the eye. “Don't ever say that again,” he told him
firmly. “Someone else’s opinion of you does not have to become your reality.”

Les never forgot those words, and spent the rest of his life overcoming
incredible odds and pursuing his goals with passion and fervour. Time and time again,
thanks to that one teacher’s powerful revelation, Les has lived the phrase he’s famous
for all over the world: You have greatness within you.

Maya Angelou: Passion in Poetry

Before Maya Angelou became the powerful poet and civil rights activist the
world remembers her as, she suffered a life of torment and darkness that nearly stole
her voice forever. At a very young age she was forced to endure intense physical and
emotional abuse at the hands of a family member. As a result, she became mute for
nearly five years.

It all changed one day with the help of a family friend, a teacher named Bertha
Flowers. Angelou credited Mrs. Flowers for helping her find her own voice again.
Through Flowers, she was introduced to African-American female artists
like Frances Harper, Anne Spencer, and Jessie Fauset. In addition, Mrs. Flowers
introduced Angelou to Dickens, Shakespeare, Poe, and several other prolific
writers who would come to greatly influence her personal and professional
philosophies.
